COUNCIL

Covenant Connection Council
oversees and evaluates the entire
program and reports information to the
Chrigtian Education Ministry Team and
the Worship Ministry Team Chairs on
the Session of Covenant Presbyterian
Church. The Council is made up of a
minimum of 5 members, of which at
least one should be an Elder not
currently on the Session. The Christian
Education Ministry Team recommends
Council members to the Session for
approval. Both Pastors are involved
throughout the Covenant Connection
Program to enhance its effectiveness, to
maintain close contact with the
congregation, and to be open to feedback
on the program. The Program
Directors and other staff personne
have primary operational and
administrative responsibility for the
program. The staff is made up of
members and friends of Covenant,
augmented by some parents who do not
attend Covenant Presbyterian Church.

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Parents are expected to contribute their

time and talents to the Covenant Connection
Program. Parental support is also expected for
the students in completing assignments and
activities outside the classes. Parents are
expected to encourage students to be regular in
attendance at Covenant Connection, corporate
worship, and Church School. Parents must
emphasize to the students (for their safety) that
they must remain on church property with their
assigned leaders / teachers during the entire
program. The Church, including Covenant
Connection personnel, cannot assume
responsibility for events that occur outside its
area of control. One or both parents must
attend the annual Parents Meeting or other
orientation meeting where registration will take
place.

Childcare is provided, at no charge, for
children who are too young to participate in
Covenant Connection, but whose parents are
volunteering in the program. Occasiona
volunteers who need childcare should inform
one of the co-directors by Monday of the week
services are needed. Registration occurs at the
beginning of each semester.  Commitment
forms for the parent(s) or a sponsor are a part of
registration. An annua Mission Membership of
$6 is due to the national Logos office by the end
of the first month Covenant Connection is in
session. Individuals are also responsible for
meal charges of $3 per person per meal or $9
per family. Scholarship funds are available for
those who so desire.

The Youth and Children commit to attend each week, to

attend all components of the program, and to remain in the
M, assigned areas for the
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Connection until they
depart. Students will do their home study to the best of their
ability. They are strongly encouraged to attend corporate
worship, Church School,and other youth activitieson a
regular basis.

Y outh and children are also encouraged to bring
afriend to the Covenant Connection Program.
Visitors may attend up to two times paying $3 for the meal.
